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How does one define a museum? By a conceptual approach (museum, heritage,
institution, society, ethics, museal), by theoretical and practical considerations
(museology, museography), by its functions (object, collection, musealisation),
through its players (professionals, public), or by the activities which ensue
from it (preservation, research, communication, education, exhibition,
interpretation, management, architecture)? There are many possible points of
view which have to be compared to better understand the museum
phenomenon, which is rapidly developing, the recent evolutions of which
cannot leave anyone indifferent.
