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When conducting an evaluation of a design it is important to be clear about the criteria
against which the design is to be evaluated. A starting point for setting evaluation criteria
is the product benefit specification. After all, the quality of a design should ultimately be
judged on the basis of the degree to which it is able to deliver the benefits contained in

the product benefits specification.
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
