2. Art concerned with combining vocal or instrumental sounds for beauty of form or 
emotional expression, usually according to cultural standards of rhythm, melody, and, in most 
Western music, harmony. 

3. Drawing or painting technique that gives a distorted image of the subject when seen from 
the usual viewpoint, but when viewed from a particular angle or reflected in a curved mirror 
shows it in true proportion. Its purpose is to amuse or mystify.
