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Three areas of inquiry have particularly relevance to the nature and purpose of
the various models of teaching : 1. the study of how the mind created knowledge has
resulted in what area currently referred to as constructivist views of education. 2. The
study of how to help the learner gain understanding about how knowledge is
constructed and about the conscious control of tools for doing so in the study of
metacognition. 3. Reflection on learner capacity is resulting in the reassessment of
the nature of the mind, particularly in redefinitions of the nature of intelligence.
