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A systematic review of RCTs of case management for depression in primary care highlighted a range of
factors likely to be associated with a positive outcome, several of which were present in this trial. Systematic
tracking of patients by a provider other than the doctor was significantly associated with improved depression
outcomes and could be further improved by incorporating patient preferences into care. (10%)
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
