Bias and misinformation about homosexuality and bisexuality continue to be widespread in

society(APA > 1998 » 2009a ; Haldeman » 1994) and are implicated in many client request to change
sexual orientation. Tozer and Hayes(2004) found that the internalization of negative attitudes and beliefs
about homosexuality bisexuality was a primary factor in motivating individuals who sought to change
their sexual orientation. Fear of potential losses(e.g. » family - friends > career > spiritual community) >

as well as vulnerability to harassment > discrimination » and violence may contribute to an individual is
fear of self-identification as lesbian » gay > or bisexual.
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
