Joseph Conrad was born in Poland, then under Russian rule. Orphaned in 1869, he was educated in Poland, but partly because of Russian distrust of his family’s association with Polish nationalism, he proceeded to France in 1874 for greater opportunity. Until his majority he knew no English at all. Yet to the English novel Conrad brought a greater and truer cosmopolitan​ism than any previous author. Instead of falling into the conventions of the English novel, he boldly experimented in form and language. With no concern for the familiar problems of the contemporary novel, his themes were honor, guilt, moral alienation, and expiation. Many readers regarded him as an excellent but unduly difficult writer of adventure stories; however, Conrad was only employing his real life experience and, more especially, using locales and conflicts alien to everyday bourgeois society so that he could more easily lead men to ultimate appraisals of their nature and moral duties.

Cooked lamb eyeballs and boiled fertilized duck eggs are just a few of the more unusual dishes sampled by a club of adventurous eaters. While no one is forced to eat anything, Calleo, an art director and graphic designer who founded the club, said the goal is to "try to try," which reflects the group's spirit of culinary adventure.
