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2. In 2020 and 2021, the Ministry of Culture of Taiwan issued stimulus vouchers for arts and
cultural industries that are hit by the COVID-19 pandemic. Minister of Culture Lee Yung-te
suggested in 2020 that designated vouchers are necessary, as Executive Yuan's Stimulus
Voucher program would not feed into culture and arts without government policies to lead
the way. Do you agree with Minister Lee’s statement? Why? Please answer the questions
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
