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“[L]anguage learning is not a purely cognitive or linguistic activity but a lived, participatory social activity within communities of
practice, subject to the multiple, changmg, and conflictual forces of everyday life.” (5| E &3 Claire Kramsch 342 )

“Linguistic signs do not signify in 2 social vacuum. Sign-making and sign-interpreting practices are motivated by the need and
desire of language users to influence people, act upon them or even only to make sense of the world around them. With the desire
to communicate a certain meaning to others comes also the desire to be listened to, to be taken seriously, to be believed, and to
influence in turn other people’s beliefs and actions.” ( §|EH 223 Claire Kramsch 5§32 )
