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The Renaissance artist was an all-round artist, frequently a painter and goldsmith, sculptor and architect,
theorist and poet, in the manner of Leonardo da Vinci, Verrocchio and Michelangelo. The artist was also a
scholar, who wrote or applied theoretical treatises, understood the rules of perspective, and schooled himself
in human anatomy by undertaking dissections, observing and experimenting.(20%)
