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It is a mistake to pose traditional education as a means to overcome inequality in
society. Mass schooling is not set up to transform an unequal society. Mass
education helps confirm inequality in society, through unequal funding of public
school districts and higher education and through discriminatory tracking of
pupils into different curricula. If education is posed as the answer to inequality, it
is risky to assume that teachers who transfer bodies of knowledge and skills to
disadvantaged students will be giving those groups what they need to become

equal.
