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At Sunday school we learned Romanization of Taiwanese, it was faster to learn in this way then by
learning Chinese characters, and this we could read the Bible and sang songs. Because I learned to
read Romanized Taiwanese as a boy, it helped me with the language and I remember Taiwanese
vocabulary since [ was a boy [...]

My memory of childhood in Taiwan is a very happy one. My childhood friends were Taiwanese
boys. And we played together. We used to go fishing, swimming, playing ball and all sorts of sport,
just like any boy anywhere. We also climbed trees up and down. It was a very happy childhood. But
Changhua was a very quiet market town.

At the hospital my father trained some young men to be doctors. They became “han-te-i”, but they
had to take an examination from the Japanese. My father trained the young men who were suitable.
He gave them training four or five years. They stayed in the hospital and worked in various
departments of the hospital. My father used to teach them in the evenings, too, when he had time.
Anyway, these young men used to come over to my home, my parent’s home, where there was a
tennis court, because they used to come and play tennis. [...]

Of course, 1 enjoyed Chinese food. I mean all Chinese food. I liked “bah-oan”, “ang-ku-ké”
“bah-tsang” and “m1” but my mother preferred “bi-htin”. My mother also baked bread with a small
oven when I was small. There was no dairy in those days and sometimes my father bought boxes of
condensed milk from Japan or Hong Kong.

I enjoyed traveling by train anywhere and coming up to Taipei to meet the Canadian children, the
Mackays and the Macleods. I remember going up to Taipei to stay with Canadian families; this

gave me a chance, my sister and me, to meet other western children.|...]
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
