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Asking students to do schoolwork at home raises many issues. How
much homework should be demanded of students at each grade level?
How can homework be controlled so that students are not faced with
assignments from four, five, or six teachers an evening? What kinds of

‘assistance are parents expected to provide? Should parents be allowed to
excuse their children from doing homework? The topic of homework
generates a sufficient number of questions for teachers, administrators,
students, and parents to discuss.
