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= ~ $ncreased efforts in participatory policy analysis would narrow the perceived gap between
politics and policy, since both parties will be able to address their preferences more openly
and deliberatively. A participative approach has the potential to provide better information
that may ultimately open the door to broader and more appropriate policy solutions.?
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
