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China cannot keep moving forward to the per capita income, educational, and informational
levels of a middle-income country without experiencing the pressures for democratic change
that Korea and Taiwan did more than two decades ago. Those pressures are rising palpably
now in Singapofe and Malaysia. It is not only modernization, the spread of democratic
values and capacities in tandem with rising incomes that'is feeding the escalating pressure

for democratic change in China.
