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(1) Point voting rule allows voters to express the intensity of their preferences and
guarantees Pareto improvement.

(2) Hedonic method can be used to value non-market goods in cost benefit analysis.

(3) An in-kind transfer can result in a lower utility level than a cash transfer.

(4) To minimize total excess burden, tax rates should be set so that the tax-induced
percentage reduction in the price of each commodity is the same.

(5) Emissions fee is a tax levied on each unit of an externality-generator’s output in

an amount equal to the marginal damage at the efficient level of output.
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
