Unprotected electricity lines on the walls and ceilings of the hallways
may pose a hazard to the public. Especially with reported leaking
ceilings, the possibility of electrical fires is high. Adjacent to the main
entrance, empty boxes for fire safety equipment are evident. Currently,
the stadium is not fit for publicuse.

We are outraged at your report "Is the New City Stadium Safe Enough
to Use?" (Tuesday, May 2). The "safety hazards” referred to in the
apparently hastily written article will not exist by the June 1 opening.

It goes without saying that during construction operations, electric lines
must first be laid before covering them with a protective plastic layer.
The lines for the entire structure have already been laid. The protective
coverings are scheduled to be in place by May 20. As to the "leaking
ceiling," anyone familiar with construction sites can tell you that once
the major sections of a building site are in place, they must be washed
to remove leftover construction materials. The stadium is currently
being cleaned, resulting in-excess water, which will be removed long
before the June 1 opening rolls around. Finally, the "empty boxes" will
be fitted with proper fire safety equipment, as scheduled, on May 23.
