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Certainly, it is unfair to force tortoises to race against hares. Hares will become
lazy and fall asleep while tortoises will become discouraged at the impossibility of
winning. Both, however, can benefit from a system that helps all participants
become better runners.

If the goal is maximum performance from all students, the schools must provide
hope to all students that increased effort can result in success.
