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Also contained in this volume is a debate about what will become of existing institutions and their associated rules
and norms: they may prove resilient in the face of large challenges; they may continue in place legally, while the
underlying practices shift substantially; they may adapt—highlighting the agency of IOs vis-a-vis their member
states; or they may be replaced by alternatives. In the current moment, we can observe each of these processes at
work, in different issue-areas and in different parts of the world. What remains to be seen is whether a “backlash
against the backlash” will ultimately lead to the preservation of much of the liberal international order, or whether
new forms of order—or an interregnum of fragmentation and disorder—will emerge. Related to this is a debate
about how much China will exercise power within existing 10s versus building alternative structures, and whether
other liberal democracies will act collectively in the absence of reliable US leadership.
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
