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By mapping global variation in the concepts used by scholars to think about
international relations, the non/post-Western international relations theory brings to
light important differences in non-Western approaches and the potential implications
of such differences for the IR discipline and the study of world politics in general.
This is essential exercise for anyone who is concerned about the history, development
and future of International Relations.
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
